Students at all levels of skill are 
welcome! 
 
Boards and sets are provided for our classes. Reduced fees are available to low-income families upon request. 
The first child in a family is full price; additional siblings are half price. The class minimum is 10 and the 
maximum is 20. Enrollments are accepted in the order received. We will call only if the class is full and we 
cannot accept more enrollments.
